Latest news: A third shipment of 40,800 doses of Astra 
Zeneca COVID-19 vaccine arrived at Mother Teresa 
Airport, Tirana, as the final batch of a total of 120,000 
doses that Albania signed up to receive through the 
COVAX mechanism.   

 
Albania has joined COVAX as a self-financing  country.  
As of 31 May, COVAX has shipped 77 million COVID-19 
vaccines to 127 participants; nearly a quarter of those 
countries would not have been able to start vaccination 
if it had not been through the COVAX Facility.  Read 
more here.
